Background

Information:
On June 30, 2000 JTPA legislation was repealed, and on July 1, 2000 the State of Maryland began operating the WIA program.  Local grant recipients are required to closeout all PY 98 and PY 99 JTPA formula grants, and to submit WIA 1st quarter expenditure reports by 10/31/2000.

Action


To Be Taken:
Attached is the JTPA Final closeout package.  Local grant recipients must use this package when closing out all PY 98 and PY 99 formula grants. In closing out your formula grants, please keep in mind:

1. Closeout costs should be reported on line 1 of the final QSRs, but will not be counted in calculating compliance with your admin limit. Closeout costs can be charged to any or all funding streams and are subject to the overall availability for a funding stream.

2. Compliance with the administrative cost limit requirements for PY 98 and PY 99 will be calculated by comparing actual administrative costs incurred with total administrative allocations awarded for each funding stream. You are allowed to expend the total administrative allocations awarded for each funding stream. There is no need to calculate compliance with the minimum training expenditure requirements.

3. PY 98 and PY 99 funds not expended for JTPA activity or closeout activity will be transferred into WIA grants after closeouts are finalized. PY 98 funds transferred will be available for expenditure through 6/30/2001 and PY 99 funds transferred will be available for expenditure through 6/30/2002.

4. Local grant recipients can take up to 10% of funds transferred to WIA for administration.  There is no admin limit on Incentive, Capacity, or T/A funds transferred over.

Also, attached are the WIA Quarterly Status Report forms. WIA 1st quarter PY 98, PY 99, and PY 2000 expenditure reports should be submitted using these forms.  OET encourages the expenditure of your oldest funds first.  
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
