BACKGROUND


INFORMATION:
The Department of Labor has implemented new Financial Status Reports for WIA formula funded programs. In order to comply with the change in Federal reporting, the State is revising its local area reporting requirements.  

Beginning with the PY 2008 allotment, the State will allocate and report local area funds by funding stream (Adult, Youth and Dislocated Worker) and funding source (Program Year and Fiscal Year).  The State will no longer place all local area administrative funds in a separate grant.  Local area grants for each funding stream will contain the applicable 10% admin and 90% program funds.  Admin and program expenditures must be reported for each funding stream on the Quarterly Status Reports. The revised Quarterly Report format will be sent out for the quarter ending September 30, 2008.

Although Federal and State reporting requirements have changed, WIA regulations remain the same. Local areas may expend 10% of their Adult, Youth, and Dislocated Worker funds on administration without regard to the funding stream.  On the QSRs submitted to the State, the portion of expenditures attributable to Administration must be identified. However, the funds identified may be allocable to any of the three funding steams.
                                        Also, local areas will receive separate grants for their Program Year and Fiscal Year funding.  The Adult, Youth and Dislocated Worker funds available 4/1/08 and 7/1/08 are Program Year funds. The Adult and Dislocated Worker funds available 10/1/08 are Fiscal Year funds.  The revised Signature Sheets for the Program Year 

funds and Fiscal Year funds are attached. The State Office will modify the signature sheets for the 2008 Allocations that have already been received.  The Program Year funds and Fiscal Year funds will receive different grant numbers, and must be reported separately.
