SECTION II – LEGAL REQUIREMENTS

Business Occupations and Professions Article 15, Subtitle 4, requires that a corporation, partnership, or limited liability company hold a permit issued by the Board before the corporation, partnership, or limited liability company may operate a business through which land surveying or property line surveying is practiced.

A person in responsible charge shall be:
1. in direct control of professional land surveying or property line surveying services performed or offered to be performed through the corporation, partnership, or limited liability company;

2. in a position to act on behalf of, and be responsible for, the corporation, partnership, or limited liability company in matters related to the practice of professional land  the corporation, partnership, or limited liability company in matters related to the practice of or the offering of the practice of land surveying or property line surveying; 
3. a professional land surveyor or licensed property line surveying licensed in good standing by the Maryland Board;
4. an employee, an owner, a director, an officer, a member, or a partner, as applicable, of the entity seeking a permit.
