1. The dealer shall tag each item individually with a number corresponding to the transaction under which it was assigned.  However, items

acquired in a matching set may be tagged as a set.

2. This record shall be retained by the dealer in permanent form for three (3) years after the date of the transaction.

3. Dealer shall file a  copy of this record with the primary law enforcement agency for the county in the jurisdiction in which the license is held by:


(a) Mailing the records by first class mail at the end of the business day in which they are made; or


(b) Delivering the records by 10:00 AM. on the next business day after they are made.

4. This record when filed with the primary law enforcement agency shall be kept CONFIDENTIAL and is not a public record.

5. All precious metals that come into the possession or control of a dealer shall be held by the dealer in the jurisdiction of the law enforcement

agency with which the dealer files his records for eighteen (18) days after the dealer has complied with the record filing requirements.

6. A dealer may not purchase or acquire precious metals from an individual under eighteen(18) years old.
