NEW BUSINESS

NCARB Annual Meeting Recap

Mr Paul Edmeades provide the summary of the NCARB Annual Meeting held in Washington Dc in the last week of June.


Mr. Edmeades commented on the positive and informative current of the meeting. This year, this Board sent more participants than ever before. All that went found the atmosphere conducive to the progress and promotion of the profession.


 This years Resolutions went as the Board expected. Continuing Education was the main topic of discussion.

Resolution 2011-01, the standardization of the CEU’s was passed by a vote of the member boards. This will now set the standard of reporting CEU’s earned at the rate of twelve per calendar year, all of which is to be in health, safety and welfare. As proposed by NCARB, this will be the national standard.
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The Board must take on the task of writing regulations to adopt NCARB’s continuing education model.  Ms. Trust stated that the law must be changed before regulations can be proposed.  The Board must get the enabling legislation to adopt regulations and then they can start writing the regulations. It may be possible to introduce legislation in 2012.  


The Board discussed the 30-day grace period and decided that it wants to keep that provision but will include it in the regulations instead of the law.  


Motion (IV) was made by Mr. Edmeades, seconded by Mr. Bowden and unanimously carried to remove Sections §3-309.1. from the law as well as the 30-day grace period stipulation form §3-309 and to amend the law as needed to authorize the Board to promulgate regulations for continuing education requirements.
ADJOURN

There being no further business, motion (V) was made by Mr. Bowden, seconded by Ms. Westerhout and unanimously carried to adjourn the meeting at 10:50 a.m.
