Call To Order
Ed M. Hord, Chairman, called the regular meeting of the Elevator Safety Review Board to order at 10:00 a.m.
Approval of Minutes
The minutes of the business meeting held on June 22, 2012 were approved without corrections.  Motion (I) was made by Mr. Meeks, seconded by Mr. Lowman, and unanimously carried that the minutes of the business meeting be approved without corrections.  

Chairman’s Report
Chairman Hord reported that the Board doesn’t have any new legislative proposals for FY 2013 as of this time.  He also informed the Board that the amendments to the fee regulations, proposed continuing education and reciprocity regulations will be reviewed and discussed further throughout the meeting.                      

Licensing Applications

Ms. Meyers stated that the Board’s applications for elevator renovator mechanics and elevator renovator contractors have been drafted.  These applications will be similar with the exception to the licensing requirements as the elevator contractor and elevator mechanic applications.  The Board reviewed and had no further changes.  The Board agreed to accept these applications as drafted.                                          

Licensing Report Update

Applications/Qualifications Review Committee
Mr. Warfield reported that the Applications/Qualifications Review Committee met on this date, reviewed and approved twenty-two (22) initial elevator mechanic license applications.  There was one application referred to the Board for further review.  There was one elevator contractor application reviewed and approved.  There were no elevator contractor applications referred for further review to the Applications/Qualifications Committee.    
Motion (II) was made by Mr. Meeks, seconded by Mr. Lowman, and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Applications/Qualifications Review Committee.     

Exam Update  
Mr. Krasnoff briefly summarized the memo Mr. Loleas had prepared and sent to the Board for review prior to the meeting.  As indicated in the memo, DLLR has requested consideration and approval for securing examination services provided the requisite examinations on an interim basis while the agency prepares a request for proposal for examination services for a five year period.    
Legislative Report Update
Regulation Action 

Mr. Krasnoff to the Board that the final action on COMAR 09.35.02 and - .03 was published in the Maryland Register, Volume 39, Issue 3, Friday, June 29, 2012.  Final action on these regulations will take affect ten (10) days after they are published in the Maryland Register.  The proposed amendments to fee regulations, COMAR 09.35.01.01 will be published in the Maryland Register as an emergency regulation prior to the next scheduled meeting.  The reciprocal regulation language is standard and will be considered for further review.  The continuing education committee consisting of Mr. Warfield, Mr. Meeks and Mr. Yeatman agreed to meet to discuss the Boards continuing education requirements in Mid-September.  

Motion (III) was made by Mr. Warfield, and seconded by Mr. Meeks and unanimously carried to table the continuing education regulations until the next scheduled meeting.       

Old Business 
There is no old business to offer.                
New Business
Ms. Meyers introduced Michael Vorgetts, Deputy Commissioner, Division of Occupational and Professional Licensing to the Board and the public.  Mr. Vorgetts gave a brief background of his previous experience and the role he will play as the new Deputy Commissioner.  

Mr. Lowry informed the Board that there will be legislation involving a change to the AMSE 17 requirements for qualified elevator inspectors.  Mr. Lowry noted that Chief Inspector, Larry Kreseski will lead a team investigation on vertical reciprocating conveyors not covered with elevators – lift conveyor rollers installed covered under the B20 standard.  These lifts are being installed statewide without inspection.  Mr. Kreseski’s team will be involved in identifying these locations in order to bring these lift installations in compliance to the elevator code.
