Motion (III) was made by David Chenowith, seconded by Captain Reagoso, and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Incident Committee.

PILOT COMPLEMENT REPORT


Captain Nielsen reported that arrivals in 2011 are 9% ahead of last year at the same time.  Shifts for 2011 show an increase of 11% over last year.  Cargo reports still show figures from 2009, but early indications show numbers are rebounding.  

The “Pilots Years of Service” report indicates that 20 pilots have enough years of service to retire at anytime.  The “Pilot Ages” report shows the number of pilots broken down by age categories.  There are a large number of pilots 55 years of age and older.  The next report projects the number of pilots who could retire each year through 2020.

The next report, “Proposed Pilot Complement”, projects the number of pilots-in-training needed in order to keep the present complement at 67. Captain Nielsen stated that this issue was discussed at a recent Association meeting.  The previous report indicated four pilots-in-training should be taken in 2011, but the Association feels that only two should be taken this year.  The situation will be re-evaluated later this year.  


PILOT-IN-TRAINING SELECTION COMMITTEE


Captain Michael Prenger stated that the Selection Committee has completed a preliminary review of current applications. Chairman Schulman stated that the committee hopes to begin interviewing in May and finish the process by mid-September. 
WORK RULES COMMITTEE


Chairman Schulman reported that the Association has not submitted any proposed changes to work rules affecting pilot list administration, appointments, assignment intervals, or relief pilots.
QUALIFICATION COMMITTEE


Chairman Schulman reported that Walter James, Brian Page, Noah Seiple, and Nicholas Watts are eligible for 36’ limited pilot licenses effective June 1, 2011.   Motion 
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(IV) was made by Captain Prenger, seconded by Mike Reagoso, and unanimously carried by the Board to approve the upgrades.


Ms. Edwards reported that John Kinlein, who was offered a position as pilot-in-training in January, accepted the offer but was being deployed overseas for one year.  The Board was polled and they agreed to defer his start date.  His start date will be decided upon his return from active duty and will depend on when additional trainees are needed.  He will by notified in writing of the Board’s decision.  The position was offered to the next candidate, John Jamroga.  He accepted and his start date was subsequently deferred until November 1, 2011 by agreement of the Board.
OTHER BUSINESS

Legislative Update

Ms. Trimble stated that legislation changing vessel drafts in some sections of the law which was overlooked last year passed.  

Ms. Edwards stated that the final action to adopt the regulations changing the vessel drafts was published in the Maryland Register on March 11, 2011 and became effective on March 21, 2011. 

Ms. Trimble stated that the complaint committee met with the Chairman, Ms. Edwards, and the Chief of Litigation, Susan Cherry, to discuss the types of complaints being received and whether any enhancement of the law or regulations is needed to improve the process.  Chairman Schulman stated that the goal of the meetings is to make the process easier. 

Ms. Trimble stated that legislative proposals have to be submitted by June for 2012 if it was decided to move forward with changing the law.
