EXECUTIVE SESSION I

Motion (II) was made by Ms. Perrin, seconded by Ms. Murphy, and unanimously carried to go into Executive Session at 10:05 a.m. at 500 North Calvert Street, 3rd Floor Conference Room, Baltimore, Maryland, 21202.  This session was permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Article, Title 10-508(a)(7).  Upon completion of the session, the Board reconvened its public meeting at 11:00 a.m.

The Complaint Committee reviewed 18 applications for reinstatement of license.  The licenses were lapsed from one to seven renewal periods.  The Committee recommends reinstatement with a warning letter for three applicants, requesting additional information from 11 applicants and offering a Consent Order and fine to four applicants.  

Motion (III) was made by Mr. Arndt, seconded by Ms. Perrin, and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Complaint Committee.
The Board discussed the procedure for reinstatement of license and the supporting documents required, i.e., a statement regarding signing and sealing documents during the period one’s license is expired and also advising the Board if one was licensed in another state during this period; and decided to add the requirement to advise the Board what type of engineering work they have been doing during the time their license was lapsed.  Also, Ms. Trust suggested adding that there is no grace period for license expiration.  Ms. Trust will prepare a draft incorporating the above changes for the Board’s review.  The Board also requested Ms. Davis to place this information in the newsletter.            

The Board met with Messrs. John J. Hildreth and Thomas J. Moynahan, Jr., who addressed the Board regarding the reinstatement of their licenses.  The procedures and time frames for reinstatement were discussed with Messrs. Hildreth and Moynahan, who thanked the Board for hearing their explanations surrounding the lapse of their licenses.

EXECUTIVE SESSION II


Motion (IV) was made by Ms. Perrin, seconded by Ms. Yee, and unanimously carried to go into Executive Session at 11:35 a.m. at 500 North Calvert Street, 3rd Floor Conference Room, Baltimore, Maryland, 21202.  This session was permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Article, Title 10-508(a)(7).  Upon completion of the session, the Board reconvened its public meeting at 11:40 a.m.
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The Board discussed and reaffirmed its decision on the imposition of fines for certain situations concerning license reinstatement.

NEW BUSINESS
· Mr. Harclerode referred to a report prepared by Karel Gregg, Exam Coordinator, regarding the October 2009 exams.  There were 326 examinees present for the Principles and Practice of Engineering (P&P) exam and 314 examinees present for the Fundamentals of Engineering (FE) exam.  There were two issues at the P&P exam:  1) a candidate claimed to have signed up for a discipline other than the one he/she was given an exam booklet for; and 2) a candidate continued to write on an exam answer sheet after the examination had ended.  There was one issue at the FE exam:  an examinee did not have an approved calculator, and was permitted by the Chief Proctor to borrow a spare calculator from another examinee.  It was subsequently discovered that the two examinees were sharing a calculator and were dismissed from the exam after the morning session.

· Ms. Perrin requested that the PE exam application be revised to include the expiration date of the professional engineer endorser’s license number.

· Mr. Harclerode gave a presentation on December 7 at the University of Maryland, College Park, on the licensure process for becoming a Professional Engineer.  He said approximately 100 students were in attendance and the presentation was well-received.

OLD BUSINESS

· Mr. Arndt said that regarding the Board’s proposed legislation to require continuing professional competency and retired status, there are two issues that the Board needs to address:  1) the self-certification of credits; and 2) how to develop a list of pre-qualified providers.  The Board discussed these issues at length.  Mr. Arndt proposed that the Board consider using the NCEES Model Regulations as a guideline.  To assist the Board in its continuing discussions on these issues, Ms. Edwards will provide the Board with information on the Land Surveyors’ Board regulations for continuing education.  

· Mr. Harclerode requested the Board to review the information they received regarding “acceptable evaluation companies,” and be prepared to discuss it at the January Board meeting.

· The Board discussed the issue of accepting digital verification of exams and current licensure from the State of Indiana.  Mr. Harclerode suggested contacting other states’ Board Administrators through the NCEES Member Board Administrators’  
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Forum to find out how they are handling this situation.  Ms. Edwards said that Tom Orisich of the Land Surveyors’ Board raised this issue at the Land Surveyors’ Board meeting and said that he would bring up the issue at the next NCEES meeting.  Mr. Harclerode said that he would also contact NCEES regarding same.
· Ms. Edwards said that the Request for Proposals for a testing contractor was posted on  Friday, December 4.  The deadline for submission of bids is January 12.  An evaluation committee has been selected consisting of Jay Hutchins, Executive 
Director, Professional Licensing Boards, Steven Long, Assistant Executive Director, Real Estate Commission, Pam Edwards, Assistant Executive Director, Professional Licensing Boards and Messrs. Harclerode and Loleas as Technical Advisor and Fiscal Advisor respectively.

· Deputy Commissioner Loleas provided a legislative update on the Board’s proposed legislation on continuing education and retired status category.  He said that the bill may be submitted early in session.  Mr. Loleas further said that he attended the last meeting of the Maryland Council of Design Professionals.  It does not appear that the Council will be submitting any legislation that would effect the PE Board in any way.

· Ms. Yee inquired about the status of  badges and shirts for Board Members use at NCEES and other meetings.  Ms. Edwards said that she would check on this and provide information at the next Board meeting.

· Mr. Harclerode said that the possibility of documenting volunteer hours will be discussed at the January Board meeting.

· Regarding the nomination of Mr. Harclerode by Mr. Farinas and concurrence by the Board at the October meeting, for an NCEES Distinguished Service Award, Mr. Farinas presented Ms. Matricciani with the paperwork to be sent to NCEES prior to January 31, 2010.

CORRESPONDENCE
· The Board reviewed copies of letters from William K. Ryan, M.S., P.E., President, Maryland Society of Professional Engineers (MSPE), dated October 1 and October 27, sent to Secretary Perez and Governor O’Malley respectively, in support of the Board’s proposed legislation on continuing professional competency for Professional Engineers.  
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· The Board reviewed a letter from Lesley L. Rosier-Tabor, P.E., Executive Director, West Virginia State Board of Registration for Professional Engineers, dated October 19, 2009, soliciting nominations for the 2009-2010 NCEES Northeast Zone Awards.  The Board decided that it had no recommendations for nominations at this time.

· The Board reviewed a memorandum from Tim Miller, P.E., Director of Examination Services, NCEES, dated November 5, 2009, regarding future changes to NCEES exams, effective with the October 2010 exam administration, and a reminder of changes effective with the April 2010 exam administration.  These changes are posted online at www.ncees.org.
· The Board reviewed a letter from John A. Focht, III, P.E., concerning the use of the terms “engineer” and “engineering” in Maryland.  Ms. Trust will correspond with Mr. Focht and send him Section 14-502 of the Business Occupations and Professions Article, Annotated Code of Maryland, which prohibits the use of a title “engineer” or “professional engineer,” and the term “engineering” in the name of a person’s business activity unless an individual is licensed to practice engineering in the State of Maryland

· The Board reviewed a letter from Eugene C. Harvey, P.E., dated November 8, 2009, regarding his resignation from the Board.   Mr. Harvey served on the Board for over 10 years, with three of those years as Chairman and he will be greatly missed.  The Board accepts with regret Mr. Harvey’s resignation and wishes him well.  


Mr. Harclerode requested Ms. Davis to place an article in the newsletter regarding Mr. Harvey’s resignation.
