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EXECUTIVE SESSION 

Motion (II) was made by Ms. Murphy, seconded by Mr. Mongan, and unanimously carried to go into Executive Session at 9:43 a.m. at 500 North Calvert Street, 3rd Floor Conference Room, Baltimore, Maryland, 21202.  This session was permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Article, Title 10-508(a)(7).  Upon completion of the session, the Board reconvened its public meeting at 10:15 a.m.
COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT

Mr. Farinas reported on the status of complaints and license reinstatement issues discussed by the Complaint Committee at its meeting on June 10, 2010.

The Complaint Committee reviewed two applications for reinstatement of license and recommends the following:  reinstatement with a warning letter for one applicant, and requesting additional information from the other applicant.

The Board discussed an issue that was brought to its attention concerning an individual who used the title P.E. on an engineering document prior to receiving his license through reciprocity.  The Board decided to notify the individual, who is now licensed in Maryland, that that it is a violation of the Engineers’ Law for an individual to use the title “engineer” in the State of Maryland when representing themselves to the public unless they are so authorized through the Board and the Department of Labor, Licensing and Regulation.  
Motion (III) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Ms. Murphy, and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Complaint Committee.

NEW BUSINESS

· The Board discussed the possibility of requiring applicants for reciprocal licensure to complete a Report of Professional Experience (RPE) form which requires more specific information about an applicant’s work experience then the presently used Form 5.  Mr. Harclerode suggested requiring RPE forms for all Section (d) applicants and for Section (b) and (c) applicants who do not have NCEES Council Records.  He requested the Board to think about this and be prepared to discuss it and take a vote at the July meeting.
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· Deputy Commissioner Loleas advised the Board of the status of the following issues which Mr. Harclerode discussed with Secretary Sanchez:  1) budget cuts related to travel; and 2) the requirement for a performance bond in exam related procurements.  
Regarding budget cuts related to travel, for which Mr. Harclerode requested that one P.E. Board representative be funded for national and regional meetings, the Secretary requested that Mr. Loleas work with the Budget Department and Mr. Harclerode in an attempt to assist with funding for attendance at these meetings.  Mr. Harclerode is required to provide a schedule of meetings and associated dues to Mr. Loleas who will in turn work with Mr. Harclerode on a travel plan.  Mr. Loleas said that he was hopeful that there will be no problem in achieving an amicable solution to this issue.

Mr. Loleas said that the requirement for a performance bond in the Request for Proposals (RFP) for a testing contractor has existed in the procurement process prior to the Year 2000.  Its purpose is to protect the delivery of services whose loss would be catastrophic if the service suddenly disappeared.  He said that the current procurement for a vendor has a performance bond requirement.  
· Mr. Loleas advised the Board that a preliminary list of proposed legislation by the Boards for the next session must be submitted to the Secretary’s office by next week.
· Mr. Harclerode reported that he and Ms. Trust met with Maryland Building Officials in an effort to reach out to the Code Officials.  Ms. Trust made reference to a letter that was sent to the Architects’ Board advising that a certain county Department of Permitting Services had made revisions to architectural documents previously prepared, sealed and dated by Maryland licensed Architects.  Ms. Trust will provide a copy of the letter and the Architects’ Board response for the Board’s information and review at the July meeting.

Ms. Trust said that she and Mr. Harclerode will also be put on the agenda to attend a meeting of the entire organization of Building Officials and that the information they provided to them will be placed in their newsletter.  
OLD BUSINESS

· Mr. Harclerode said that proposed legislation for a Certificate of Authorization will not be included in the next legislative session, but that all of the Design Boards would like it to be in place for the 2012 legislative session.  He said the Boards will continue to discuss this issue and develop a model in which all of the Boards will be in agreement.  This issue will be placed on all upcoming P.E. Board Meeting agendas.      
· The Board reviewed a draft prepared by Mr. Mongan regarding the procedures to develop Continuing Professional Competency (CPC) requirements.  Mr. Mongan said that he referred to the NCEES document “Continuing Professional Competency Guidelines” in developing the draft.  He said that the proposed timeline, August 1, 2011 is reasonable, but that the Board now needs to move forward in establishing a committee to work on the guidelines. 
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The Board discussed the establishing the committee.  Mr. Harclerode suggested that the Committee have six members:  two Board Members, two engineering society members; one member from academia; and one member representing a small consulting firm.  Messrs. Mongan and Arndt will represent the Board with Mr. Farinas as the alternate.  Mr. Harclerode will be an ex-officio member of the committee.  Meetings will be held two times per month and will be advertised in the Maryland Register.  Ms. Edwards was requested to send letters to the engineering societies to solicit volunteers representing small, medium and large firms to serve on the committee.  The Board will further discuss this issue at the next meeting when all Board Members are in attendance.

· Discussion on the draft of possible changes and additions to Section 14-305(d) of the Engineers’ Law has been deferred to the July Board meeting.
· Regarding the changes to the Structural I and II exams, the Board agreed to permit Maryland applicants to take the new exam Structural Exam Parts I and II, and upon successful completion, issue a license as a Professional Engineer.  Applicants would be required to pass the entire 16-hour exam in order to receive a license.  

Motion (IV) was made by Mr. Farinas, seconded by Mr. Mongan, and unanimously carried to 

administer the new Structural Exam, as stated above, effective with the April 2011 exam administration.
· The Board reviewed and approved a draft that Ms. Trust prepared to delete references to 8-hour exams in Sections 14-305 and 14-307 of the Engineers’ Law in light of the Board’s decision to administer the new 16-hour Structural Exam.
Motion (V) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Mr. Farinas, to approve the draft 

to remove references to 8-hour exams in Sections 15-305 and 14-307 of the Engineers’ Law.

· Ms. Edwards reported that on the status of the Request for Proposals for a testing contractor.  She said that a meeting is scheduled for Monday, June 14, to review the responses from potential vendors and to seek clarification of certain points in the proposals.

· Mr. Mead introduced Mr. Edward Hubner, P.E., President-Elect of the Maryland Society of Professional Engineers (MSPE).  Mr. Mead said that as the Board moves through the process of adopting regulations for Continuing Professional Competency, the MSPE offers its support and assistance.

· Mr. Mead said that Mr. Harclerode will be presented with his Certificate for Fellow, National Society of Professional Engineers (NSPE) on June 17, at 6:00 p.m. at the Engineers’ Club.
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· Mr. Harclerode reported on the following NCEES committee appointments:  Mr. Arndt to 

the Exam Audit Committee and National Nominating Committee;  Mr. Farinas to the Finance Committee; and Mr. Harclerode, Chairman of the Finance Committee.
